Features

This tool includes some or all of the following features.
1. On/off power switch
2. Charging indicator
3. Charging station

4a. Rotating brush head

4b. Rotating scrubbing head

Charging (Fig. B)

+ Place the scrubbing brush onto the charging station (3) as
shown in figure A.

+ Plug the charging station into a suitable power supply.

« Whilst charging, the charging indicator light (2) will illumi-
nate.

+ When fully charged the charging indicator light (2) will go
off.

Switching on and off (Fig. C)
« To turn the scrubbing brush on, press the on/off power
switch (1).
« To turn the scrubbing brush off, press the on/off power
switch (1) again.

Hints for optimum use
The appliance can be used with a variety of cleaning
agents, including sprays, foams, rub-on gels and liquid
detergents.
Always read the manufacturer’ instructions on the
cleaning agent you us.
