2. Insert the battery pack 21 into the charger, making sure the
battery pack is fully seated in the charger. The red (charging)
light will blink repeatedly indicating that the charging
process has started.

3. The completion of charge will be indicated by the red light
remaining ON continuously. The battery pack is fully charged
and may be used at this time or left in the charger. To
remove the battery pack from the charger, push the battery
release button 22 on the battery pack.

NOTE: To ensure maximum performance and life of lithium-ion
battery packs, charge the battery pack fully before first use.

*The red light will continue to blink, but a yellow indicator light
will be illuminated during this operation. Once the battery pack
has reached an appropriate temperature, the yellow light will
turn off and the charger will resume the charging procedure.

The compatible charger(s) will not charge a faulty battery pack.

The charger will indicate faulty battery by refusing to light.

NOTE: This could also mean a problem with a charger.

If the charger indicates a problem, take the charger and battery

pack to be tested at an authorised service centre.

Hot/Cold Pack Delay

When the charger detects a battery pack that is too hot or too
cold, it automatically starts a Hot/Cold Pack Delay, suspending
charging until the battery pack has reached an appropriate
temperature. The charger then automatically switches to the
pack charging mode. This feature ensures maximum battery
pack life.

A cold battery pack will charge at a slower rate than a warm
battery pack. The battery pack will charge at that slower rate
throughout the entire charging cycle and will not return to
maximum charge rate even if the battery pack warms.

The battery pack is not fully charged out of the carton. Before
using the battery pack and charger, read the safety instructions
below. Then follow charging procedures outlined.

READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS

Do not charge or use battery in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or
dust. Inserting or removing the battery from the charger may
ignite the dust or fumes.
Never force battery pack into charger. Do not modify
battery pack in any way to fit into a non-compatible
charger as battery pack may rupture causing serious
personal injury.
Charge the battery packs only in STANLEY FATMAX chargers.
DO NOT splash or immerse in water or other liquids.
Do not store or use the tool and battery pack in locations
where the temperature may fall below 4 °C (39.2 °F)
(such as outside sheds or metal buildings in winter), or
reach or exceed 40 °C (104 °F) (such as outside sheds or
metal buildings in summer).
Do not incinerate the battery pack even if it is severely
damaged or is completely worn out. The battery pack can
explode in a fire.

Adjusting Handle Height (Fig. A, C)
The mower is shipped in storage mode. You will need to adjust
the handle to operating position before continuing.

1. To unlock the lower handle’5 from the storage position,
open the two handle height adjust levers 15'. The handle
height adjust levers 15 are located on both sides of the
lower handle5..

2. Raise the lower handle to the operating position. Take care
to not pinch or stress the cord.

. Close the handle height adjust levers 15, securing the
lower handle into position.
NOTE: If the connection between the handle and lever is too
tight or too loose, open the lever and adjust the depth of the
lever by turning the lever clockwise or counterclockwise. Close
it again until each lever stays securely closed and the handle is
secure and will not move.

Attaching Upper Handle (Fig. A, D)

1. Line up the holes on the bottom of the upper handle 4
with the holes on the top of the lower handle 5. Take care
to not pinch or stress the cord.

NOTE: Make sure the cord is located on the front of both
handles. If it is not it may result in the cord tangling and the
inability to easily store the mower.

2. From the outside of the upper handle 4, slide the handle
lock levers 16 through the two handle holes. Repeat for the
opposite side.

3. From the inside of the upper handle loosely tighten a
knob 17 onto each handle lock lever 116..

4. Rotate the upper handle @ into its operating position. Take

care to not pinch or stress the cord.

. Close the handle lock levers 16 securing the upper handle
into position.

NOTE: If the connection between the handle and lever

is too tight or too loose, open the lever and adjust the

depth of the lever by turning the lever clockwise or

counterclockwise. Close it again until each lever stays
securely closed and the handle is secure and will not move.

Grass Collection Bag (Fig. E)
DANGER: Turn unit off and remove safety key and
battery packs.
1. Lift the rear door cover @ and place the grass collection
bag 10 onto the mower so the bag lugs 19 slide into
the slots 20 on the inside plastic surfaces of the handle
brackets as shown in Fig. E. Then lower the rear door cover.
2. Ifinstalled, remove side discharge chute 14 and make sure
side flap@3 is fully down.

Side Discharge (Fig. A, F)
DANGER: Turn unit off and remove safety key and
battery packs.
. To operate mower in side discharge mode, remove the grass
collection bag 10.
. Be sure rear door cover 9 is closed.
. Lift the side flap 13 and hook side discharge chute 14 onto
the mower.
Release the side flap and ensure the side discharge
chute 14 holds in place before turning mower on.
NOTE: The rear door cover 9 is shaped in such a way that the
opening (at the bottom) cannot be completely closed off.

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Mulching (Fig. A, E, F)
DANGER: Turn unit off and remove safety key and
battery packs.
1. To operate mower in mulching mode, remove the grass
collection bag 10.
2. Be sure rear door cover @ is closed.
3. Ifinstalled, remove side discharge chute 14 and make sure
side flap3 is fully down.

Adjusting Mower Height (Fig. G, H)
WARNING: Never attempt to adjust mower height
with the motor running.
The height of cut is adjusted by the cut height adjust lever 8.
NOTE: If you are not sure what height to cut at, begin mowing
with the cut height adjustment levers @ positioned towards the
rear of the appliance and adjust the height down as needed.

To Set the Height of Cut
1. Pull the cut height adjustment lever @ out of the locking
notch 23.

. Move the lever towards the rear of the appliance to raise the
height of cut as desired.

. Move the lever towards the front of the appliance to lower
the height of cut as desired.

4. Push the cut height adjustment lever @ into one of the

locking notches 23 to set the height.
5. Repeat for the other cut height adjustment lever @.

Never operate the
mower in bagging mode unless the bag lugs on the grass
collection bag are seated properly on the mower and the
rear discharge door rests firmly against the top of the grass
collection bag as serious injury could result.

A WARNING: Let the mower work at its own pace. Do
not overload.

Installing and Removing the Battery Packs

(Fig. 1)
DANGER: MAKE CERTAIN THE SAFETY KEY IS
REMOVED TO PREVENT ACTUATION BEFORE
REMOVING OR INSTALLING BATTERIES.
This mower is designed to operate on two battery packs of
equal capacity. The mower will not operate on a single battery
pack, and If using different capacity battery packs, the smaller
capacity battery pack, when depleted, will cause the unit to
turn off.
NOTE: For best results, make sure the battery packs are
fully charged.

To Install the Battery Packs

1. Lift and hold the battery port cover 7 up to expose the
battery port 24.

2. Slide a battery pack 21 into the battery port 24 until
an audible click is heard (Fig. I). Repeat for the second
battery port.
NOTE: Ensure the battery packs are fully seated and fully
latched into position before starting mower.

3. Close the battery port cover. Ensure the cover is fully closed
before starting mower.

To Remove the Battery Packs
1. Lift and hold the battery port cover 7 up to expose the
battery port 24.
2. Depress the battery release button 22 on the battery
pack 21 and pull the battery packs out of tool.

Safety Key (Fig. J)
DANGER: Sharp moving blade. In order to prevent
accidental start-up or unauthorized use of your
cordless mower, a removable safety key 3 has been
incorporated into the design of your mower. The mower
will be completely disabled when the safety key has been
removed from the mower.

NOTE: The safety key has a tether rope to allow for storage

on a nail, out of the reach of children. Do not tether safety key

to mower.
DANGER: Rotating blades can cause serious injury.
To prevent serious injury, turn unit off and remove safety
key and battery packs when unattended, or when
charging, cleaning, servicing, transporting, lifting, or
storing mower.
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Starting Mower (Fig. 1-K)

DANGER: Sharp moving blade. Never attempt to
override the operation of the switch box and safety
key system as serious injury could result.

NOTE: Mower is operational when battery packs and safety key

are installed.

1. Lift and hold the battery port cover 7 up to expose the

battery port 24.

. Slide a battery pack 21 into the battery port 24 until an
audible click is heard. Repeat this process for the second
battery port.

NOTE: Ensure the battery packs are fully seated and fully

latched into position before starting mower.

. Close the battery port cover. Ensure the cover is fully closed
before starting mower.

4. Insert safety key 3 into the ON-OFF switch box @ until it is
fully seated inside housing. The mower is now operational.

. Your mower is equipped with a special ON-OFF switch
box . To operate the mower, push and hold the ON-OFF
button 2 on the ON-OFF switch box @, then pull the bail
handle ® to the main handle 4.

NOTE: Once the mower starts you can release

the ON-OFF button, but you must continue to hold the bail

handle to the main handle for the mower to run.

6. To turn the mower OFF, release the bail handle 6 .
WARNING: Never attempt to lock a switch or bail handle
in the ON position.

NOTE: Once the bail handle has returned to the original position

it will activate the "Automatic Braking Mechanism” The motor is

braked and the mower blade will stop rotating in three seconds
or less. If mower blade rotates longer than three seconds,
discontinue using mower and have it serviced.

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Mower Overload

To prevent damage due to overload conditions, do not try to
remove too much grass at one time. Slow down your cutting
pace, or raise the cut height.

Mowing Tips (Fig. A)
WARNING: ALWAYS INSPECT AREA WHERE MOWER
IS TO BE USED AND REMOVE ALL STONES, STICKS,
WIRE, BONES, AND OTHER DEBRIS WHICH MIGHT BE
THROWN BY THE ROTATING BLADE.
WARNING: Mow across the face of slopes, never
up-and-down. Exercise extreme caution when changing
direction on slopes. Do not mow excessively (greater than
15 °) steep slopes. Always maintain good footing.
Release bail handle to turn mower “OFF"when crossing any
gravel area (stones can be thrown by the blade).
Set mower at highest cutting height when mowing in rough
ground or in tall weeds. Removing too much grass at one time
can cause the motor to be overloaded and to stop.
If a grass collection bag 10 is used during the fast growing
season, the grass may tend to clog up at the discharge
opening. Release bail handle to turn mower off, remove

the safety key and battery packs. Remove the catcher and
shake the grass down to the back end of the bag. Also clean
out any grass or debris which may be packed around the
discharge opening. Replace the grass catcher.

If mower should start to vibrate abnormally, release bail
handle to turn mower off, remove the safety key and battery
packs. Check immediately for cause. Vibration is a warning
of trouble. Do not operate mower until a service check has
been made.

For best cutting results, keep blade sharpened and balanced.
Inspect and thoroughly clean mower after each use as a
deck with caked grass will degrade performance.

Always release bail handle to turn mower off, remove safety
key and battery packs when leaving it unattended even for a
short period of time.

The following suggestions will help you to obtain
optimum run time from your cordless mower:
Slow down in areas where the grass is especially long
or thick.
Avoid mowing when the grass is wet from rain or
dew-soaked.
Cut your lawn frequently, especially during high
growth periods.
NOTE: It is recommended that your battery packs be recharged
after use to prolong the battery pack life. Frequent charging will
not harm your battery pack, and will ensure that the battery pack
is fully charged and ready for its next use. Storing battery pack
not fully charged will shorten its life.

Carrying the Mower (Fig. A)
DANGER: Rotating blades can cause serious injury.
To prevent serious injury, remove safety key and
battery pack when unattended, or when charging,
cleaning, servicing, transporting, lifting, or
storing mower.

The mower can be carried using the convenient carry

handle 12. DO NOT attempt to lift the mower by grasping the

main handle 4.

Storage (Fig. C, D)

A DANGER: Rotating blade can cause serious injury.
Release bail handle to turn mower off, remove safety key,
and remove battery packs before lifting, transporting, or
storing the mower. Store in a dry place.

A CAUTION: Pinch point. To avoid being pinched, keep
fingers away from area around handle brackets when
folding down handles.

The handle of the mower can be easily folded down for quick

and convenient storage.

1. Open the handle lock levers 16 securing the upper handle.
2. Rotate the upper handle towards the front of the mower.

3. Open the handle height adjust levers 15

4. Rotate the lower handle to the storage position.

5. Close the handle height adjust levers 15, securing the
lower handle into the storage position.
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MAINTENANCE

Your power tool has been designed to operate over a long
period of time with a minimum of maintenance. Continuous
satisfactory operation depends upon proper tool care and
regular cleaning.
WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, turn tool off and disconnect battery pack
before making any adjustments or removing/
installing attachments or accessories. An accidental
start-up can cause injury.
The charger and battery pack are not serviceable.

Removing and Installing Blade (Fig. L)
DANGER: RISK OF INJURY. WHEN REASSEMBLING THE
BLADE SYSTEM, ENSURE EACH PART IS REINSTALLED
CORRECTLY, AS DESCRIBED BELOW. IMPROPER ASSEMBLY
OF THE BLADE OR OTHER PARTS OF THE BLADE SYSTEM
MAY CAUSE SERIOUS INJURY.

A DANGER: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, turn unit off, remove safety key and battery
packs before making any adjustments or removing/
installing attachments or accessories. An accidental
start-up can cause injury.

NOTE: Only use STANLEY FATMAX approved blades and

accessories. Use STANLEY FATMAX replacement blade Model No.

DWO1DT233.

1. Cut a piece of 2" x 4" wood 25 (about 2 feet long) (610 mm)
to keep blade from turning when removing the flange
nut 27.

WARNING: Use gloves and proper eye protection. Turn the
mower on its side. Be careful of sharp edges of blade.

2. Position wood and unscrew flange nut counterclockwise
with a 18 mm wrench 26 as shown in Fig. L.

3. Remove square metal blade spacer 30, square plastic
blade insulator 28 and blade 29 as shown in Fig. L. The
blade fan 31 should not be removed. Examine all pieces for
damage and replace if necessary.

4. Install sharpened or new blade on shoulder of the blade fan
as shown in Fig. L

NOTE: When replacing sharpened or new blade on shoulder of

blade fan, make sure the “GRASS SIDE” on the blade will be

facing the ground when the mower is returned to its normal
upright position.

5. Install the plastic blade insulator 28 on the blade such that
the raised lips on one side engage the edges of the blade.

6. Install the blade spacer 30 so that it sits inside the raised

lips on the other side of the blade insulator. Be sure to align

the flats in the hole of the blade spacer with the flats of

the shaft, rotating the blade and blade insulator together

as necessary.

. Position piece of wood to keep blade from turning as shown
in Fig. L. Install flange nut 27 with the flange against the
blade spacer 30 and securely tighten the blade 29 with a
18 mm wrench 26..

Blade Sharpening
KEEP BLADE SHARP FOR BEST MOWER PERFORMANCE. A DULL
BLADE DOES NOT CUT GRASS CLEANLY.
WARNING: Use gloves and proper eye protection while
removing, sharpening, and installing blade. Ensure that
safety key and battery pack are removed.
Sharpening the blade twice during a mowing season is usually
sufficient under normal circumstances. Sand causes the blade
to dull quickly. If your lawn has sandy soil, more frequent
sharpening may be required. REPLACE BENT OR DAMAGED
BLADE IMMEDIATELY.

When Sharpening the Blade:
Make sure blade remains balanced.
Sharpen blade at the original cutting angle.
Sharpen cutting edges on both ends of blade, removing
equal amounts of material from both ends.
To Sharpen Blade in a Vise (Fig. M)

1. Be sure the bail handle is released, the blade has stopped
and safety key and battery packs are removed before
removing the blade.

2. Remove blade from mower. See instructions for Removing
and Installing Blade.

3. Secure blade 29 in a vise 32.

4. Wear proper eye protection and gloves and be careful not
to cut yourself.

5. Carefully file the cutting edges of the blade with a fine tooth
file 34 (not included) or sharpening stone (not included),
maintaining the angle of the original cutting edge.

6. Check balance of blade. See instructions for Blade Balancing.

7. Replace blade on mower and tighten securely.

Blade Balancing (Fig. N)

Check balance of the blade 29 by placing center hole in the
blade over a nail or round screwdriver 33, clamped horizontally
in a vise 32. If either end of the blade rotates downward, file
along the sharp edge of that dropping end. Blade is properly
balanced when neither end drops.

Lubrication
Your power tool requires no additional lubrication.

&

Cleaning

A WARNING: Blow dirt and dust out of the main housing
with dry air as often as dirt is seen collecting in and around
the air vents. Wear approved eye protection and approved
dust mask when performing this procedure.

A WARNING: Never use solvents or other harsh chemicals
for cleaning the non-metallic parts of the tool. These
chemicals may weaken the materials used in these parts.

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Use a cloth dampened only with water and mild soap.
